December 13th—Michael Luick-Thrams, director of TRACES Center for History and Culture, will speak about German POWs in Minnesota, Iowa and the Dakotas, and about Midwest POWs in the Third Reich (illustrated by two Power Point presentations).
December 20th—Lionel Greenberg was born in Grafton/North Dakota and during World War II was shot down by the Germans. A Jew, he did not find the Nazi regime summarily separated him and other co-confessionals, and shot them. He tells why not.
